  WHEREAS, the United States of America has a rich history and diverse population, and 
Chinese-Americans of our country continue to have a great impact on the nation’s growth and success, 
serving as business and community leaders and service providers in all aspects of our nation’s way of life 
including as public servants, philanthropists, artists, entrepreneurs, educators, scientists and more, and 
they have bravely defended America, serving in each branch of the United States Armed Forces with

  WHEREAS, locally in the Tampa Bay area, the Suncoast Association of Chinese Americans 
(SACA) is a nonprofit organization established in 1982 whose mission includes organizing the Chinese

at Water Works Park in Tampa, Florida, and the event will include Chinese dancing and opera 
performances, food vendors, family oriented activities, and more.
