 WHEREAS, the United States of America was the first country in the world to recognize the State of 
Israel in 1948, now celebrating its 75 Anniversary of its modern founding, and the City of Tampa is proud of its 
formal Sister City relationship with Ashdod, Israel, which provides opportunities for the development of cultural, 
educational, and economic exchanges with Ashdod and its citizens, and other areas within Israel; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Jewish Americans are part of the success story of our nation and the Tampa Bay region, 
and they are an established and vital component of the neighborhoods in which they live, play, and work, and they 
serve as teachers, entrepreneurs and business owners, scientists, medical and health personnel, first-responders,
