WHEREAS, for over 100 years, The American Legion Cemetery Corporation and the U.S.S. Tampa Post
5 have observed Memorial Day in The American Legion Cemetery to honor the memory of our nation’s servicemen
and servicewomen who ensured our liberties by their sacrifices, and on Monday, May 27, 2024, the 102~d Memorial
Day Ceremony will include the placement of wreaths by those in attendance in honor of those who served and gave
their lives.
