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 WHEREAS, the National Association for College Admission Counseling (NACAC) was 
founded on March 23, 1937 when representatives from 19 Midwestern colleges gathered with the goal of 
providing students greater access to higher education, and the organization has grown to represent more 
than 12,000 college counseling and admission professionals; and 

 WHEREAS, committed to the high standards of ethical and social responsibility that inspired its 
founding, NACAC has been at the forefront of driving professionalism and inclusivity in the admission 
counseling field throughout its history, and has stayed current with the internal operations of the 
organization and the issues facing students and admission professionals nationwide; and 

 WHEREAS, through its mission, NACAC advocates and supports ethical and professional 
practice in helping students transition to postsecondary education, and promotes high professional standards
