families of severely wounded Special Operations personnel; and

WHEREAS, the City of Tampa is extremely proud of USSOCOM and the outstanding job its military
forces and civilian employees are performing locally and worldwide, and appreciative of the Special Operations
Warrior Foundation that is dedicated to the families of the brave men and women who have given the ultimate
