   WHEREAS, ranked as one of the top big cities in the state of Florida in the Municipal Equality Index 
published by the Human Rights Campaign and one of the first cities in the region to have a domestic partnership 
registry, the City of Tampa prides itself on its inclusiveness and it protects its residents from discrimination and 
harassment based on actual or perceived race, color, sex, religion, disability, age, marital status, place of birth, families 
with children, sexual orientation or national origin, and is committed to continued social progress and the cause of

    WHEREAS, Tampa Pride, Inc. is a non-profit corporation and its membership includes business owners, 
community leaders and individuals who promote and provide a safe, tolerant, and welcoming focal point for LGBT
