WHEREAS, currently under the guidance of Brother Perry Johnson, Minister, the 29t Street
Church of Christ continues to make a positive difference in the spiritual and physical needs of its
congregation and those within Tampa’s neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, the City of Tampa is pleased to congratulate the devoted members of the 29t
Street Church of Christ on this milestone 90t Anniversary celebrated on May 20-21, 2017 with the theme
Coming Together in God’s Name, and the event features a Song Fest, Special Anniversary Service and
an opportunity to reflect on all that has been accomplished since it was established in 1927.
