        WHEREAS, lest we forget, our inspiration can be found in the solemn inscription engraved on a 
monument at Arlington National Cemetery, “Not For Fame Or Reward - Not For Place Or Rank – Not Lured By Ambition 
Or Goaded By Necessity – But In Simple Obedience To Duty As They Understood It – These Men Suffered All Sacrificed All Dared

        WHEREAS, The American Legion was chartered by the United States Congress in 1919 as a patriotic 
veterans organization and included in its mission is remembering the significance of the cost soldiers have come bear 
to preserve our way of life, and in 1922 The American Legion Cemetery was founded in Tampa, Florida by the 
Auxiliary to U.S.S. Tampa Post 5 and serves as Hillsborough County’s only cemetery for veterans and the only 
privately owned veteran’s cemetery in the United States; and 
 

        WHEREAS, for the past 95 years The American Legion Cemetery Corporation and U.S.S. Tampa Post 
5 have observed Memorial Day in The American Legion Cemetery to honor the memory of our nation’s servicemen 
and servicewomen who ensured our liberties by their sacrifices.
